Premier Division

THE LAST 100 per cent record in the Premier
Division disappeared on Sunday when Hendon
were held to a 2-2 home draw by Lewes.

Michael Malcolm gave the Sussex club the lead in
the second minute and Elliott Godfrey fired home a
free-kick to equalise shortly before the half-hour.

Matt Nolan, who had earlier hit the bar, headed the
fourth after 56 minutes and provided the chance for
Guentchev to claim the fifth with almost a quarter of
the match remaining.

Canvey joined Lowestoft on the 12-point mark with
a 1-0 home victory over Harrow. The winner came
from a Rob King penalty after 65 minutes.

No surprise there: all four Canvey victories have
been by the odd goal and King has provided the
second-half winner every time.

Wingate’s 100 per cent record came to an end in a
1-1 draw at Tooting, who took a tenth-minute lead
through Jordan Wilson.

Marc Weatherstone headed home a corner to
equalise midway through the first half and, despite
plenty of chances at both ends, there was no further
scoring.
